Wednesday, October 18, 2023

1. Call to Order
President Pam Sloan called the meeting to order at  6:34 pm and roll call was conducted.  She then asked
Jack Walker to read the NorCal Mission Statement and Vision.

2. Approval of Agenda
There being no persons present to make public comments and no public comments submitted in advance of
the meeting, the Board considered approval of the agenda, a copy of which was distributed with the meeting
packet. Two changes to the agenda were requested by President Sloan that were agreed to without
objection:
• Adding in of a report from the Executive Committee to present a decision made in September.
• Moving discussion of the tabled Action Item regarding Adult Tournament Stipends from Old Business to

Action Items.

3. Approval of Minutes
The Board considered approval of the minutes of the meeting held September 20, 2023.  Following
discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Norman, seconded by Mr. Pasqua, and approved by
a vote of 15 in favor, none opposed, and 1 abstention.

RESOLVED:  That the minutes of the meeting of the USTA NorCal Board of Directors held September 20, 
2023 be approved as corrected. 

4. Executive Committee Report
President Sloan reported that on September 22, 2023, the Executive Committee met to discuss an error that
was made in determining the maximum number of candidates that could be slated for election by the
Nominating Committee.  By unanimous vote, the Executive Committee authorized the Nominating Committee
to be informed that the correct number of open seats for the 2023 election of Directors is seven, and
requested to convene so that it has the opportunity, if it so desires, to recommend a slate of seven persons,
instead of six persons, by the deadline required in the Bylaws.  The Nominating Committee convened and
slated seven persons, as noted in the Delegated Authority Report.

Following the report of the actions taken, the Directors had neither questions, comments, nor objections to
the actions taken by the Executive Committee.

5. Closed Session
President Sloan announced that the Board would be going into closed session.  Following the conclusion of
the closed session, President Sloan announced all discussion held during the session was to remain
confidential; however, it was agreed that the following would be reported in the public minutes:

Ms. Cossette was present in Closed Session only for the items that were related to sanctioning as she is the chair 
of the Sanction & Schedule Committee. 

• Legal Updates.  The Board heard updates on outstanding legal issues.

Mr. Madison left the meeting following the Legal Update. 
Ms. Cossette returned to the meeting for the discussion of sanctioning-related items. 

• Approval of 2023 Junior Tournament Sanctions. Following discussion, the following sanctions were
approved following a motion duly made by Ms. Sheu and seconded by Mr. Scalese.  The vote was 16 in
favor, none opposed, and no abstentions.

• Approval of 2024 Junior Tournament Sanctions. Following consideration of appeals and discussion, the 
sanctions for Junior tournaments attached as Exhibit A were approved following a motion duly made by 
Ms. Norman and seconded by Mr. Scalese.  The vote was 14 in favor, none opposed, no abstentions, and 2 
recusals by Mr. Walker and Mr. Pasqua. 

 

• Approval of 2024 Adult, Family and Wheelchair Tournament Sanctions. Following discussion, sanctions for 
Adult, Family, and Wheelchair tournaments attached as Exhibit B were approved following a motion duly 
made by Ms. Costamagna and seconded by Mr. Scalese.  The vote was 14 in favor, none opposed, no 
abstentions, and two recusals by Mr. Walker and Mr. Pasqua. 

 

6. Consent Calendar 
President Sloan directed the Board’s attention to the Consent Calendar that was distributed with the meeting 
packet and noted that there are: 
• 7 recommendations being made by the Adult League Committee 
President Sloan explained that any Director may unilaterally request that an item be removed from the 
Consent Calendar for individual consideration apart from the Consent Calendar.  She also noted that simple 
questions, clarifications, or short amounts of dialogue relative to an item on the Consent Calendar may be 
discussed after the motion to approve the Consent Calendar. 
 

President Sloan asked if any Director intended to pull a recommendation.  There being no interest in doing 
so, a motion to adopt the Consent Calendar was duly made by Ms. Barnes and seconded by Ms. Nicholson.  
Following discussion, the following motion was approved by a vote of 16 in favor, none opposed, and no 
abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED:  That items listed on the Consent Calendar attached as Exhibit C are hereby approved. 
 

Ms. Ehrenfeld left the meeting during the presentation of the 2024 USTA NorCal Budget. 
 
7. Action Item: 2024 USTA NorCal Budget 

Ms. Walker presented the budget that has been recommended for approval by the Budget & Finance 
Committee, which reflects a surplus of $2,890.  He explained the timeline and the steps taken to create the 
budget.  Discussion primarily focused on the pros and cons of the reliance on annual adjustments to Adult 
League pricing to help balance the budget each year.  Individual Directors asked questions regarding various 
line items including marketing, staff salaries, and staff training. 
 

As part of the discussion and before a motion to approve the Budget was made, the Directors decided to 
adjust the presented budget to increase the Sectionals fee by $15 per line (to $55 per line) as was requested 
of the Adult League Committee, which will generate additional projected revenue by $31,665, and an overall 
budget surplus of $34,555.  This additional revenue can help offset the increasing fees associated with 
contracting with facilities to host Sectional Championships. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Mr. Olmstead, seconded by Ms. Norman, and 
approved by a vote of 15 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED:  That the 2024 USTA Northern California Budget is approved as adjusted.  
 

8. Action Item: 2024 Adult Tournament Stipends 
Ms. Verhoeven presented the Adult Tournament Committee’s Action Item that recommends new stipend 
programs for the Adult Age Group, Adult NTRP and Adult Open Tournaments. Each program is aimed at 
increasing the number of Adult Tournaments being offered and teaching the Tournament Directors to provide 
a more enhanced tournament experience and, in some cases become more self-sustaining by seeking out 
sponsors. For the Adult Open Tournaments, these stipends are to be used for Prize Money.  She reminded the 
Board that this was on the agenda for the September meeting, but was tabled so that participation data in 
the various tournaments could be provided so the Board could evaluate the impact past stipends has had on 
participation. Such information was included in the meeting packet. 
 

As part of the discussion, it was learned that generally, if no prize money is attached to a tournament, 
participation didn’t improve.  Participation was not always improved when stipends were provided and in 
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some cases the growth was not significant.  Ms. Verhoeven also advised the Board that if an organizer 
receives a stipend in a year, but is not awarded that stipend in a subsequent year, NorCal has at times 
struggled to get the tournament held in the subsequent year.  Given this information, there was concern that, 
even with the changes to the program proposed, significant growth won’t be achieved. 
 

Ms. Verhoeven also noted that if a new stipend program for Adult Open Tournaments is not approved, the 
existing program will continue to the extent funds have been budgeted. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Norman, seconded by Mr. Scalese and 
approved by a vote of 14 in favor, none opposed, no abstentions, and one recusal by Mr. Walker. 
 

RESOLVED: That the proposed Adult Open Tournament Stipend Program that would allocate $34,000 for 
prize money be sent back to the Adult Tournament Committee for further review and re-submission to 
the Board, and that as part of the review the Committee consider the actual impact the prize money 
stipend program has had on participation and growth in the number of tournaments, and whether a 
different approach than has been proposed, that would still include financial support of these 
tournaments, might better achieve the participation and tournament growth goals. 

 

RESOLVED FURTHER: Effective January 1, 2024, an aggregate of $3,000 in Adult Age Group 
Tournament stipends will be available for Tournament Directors to apply for under the Adult Age Division 
Tournament Stipend Program as follows: 

 

Age Group Tournaments Stipends: Up to six $500 will be awarded to off-set tournament costs 
and/or improve player experience (i.e. balls, awards, player gifts etc.), subject to the following: 
• The Tournament Director must not have hosted an Adult Age Group Division Tournament since pre-

pandemic (March 2020 through 2023); 
• The Tournament Director must attend a Tournament Director Workshop that will include 

information on best practices and sponsorship; and 
• The Tournament Director must comply with all requirements set forth in the Sanctioning 

Regulations and Sanction Agreement including but not limited to, submission of Serve Tennis 
Sanction Form, insurance certificate, satellite permission form(s), written confirmation from 
Referee, no later than the 1st day of the month two months prior to the start date of the 
Tournament, and posting of all required information on the website by the time entries open. 

Applicants selected for stipends will receive the stipend following completion of the tournament and 
fulfillment of these obligations. 

 
RESOLVED FURTHER: Effective January 1, 2024, an aggregate of up to $4,000 in Adult NTRP 40+ and 
NTRP 55+ Tournament stipends will be available for tournament directors to apply for under the Adult 
NTRP Tournament Stipend Program as follows: 

 

Age NTRP 40+ and NTRP 55+ Stipends: Up to four $500 stipends for NTRP 40+ and up to four 
$500 stipends for NTRP 55+ will be awarded, subject to the following: 
• Stipends are limited to one per Organization Member, unless otherwise approved by the Adult 

Tournament Committee; 
• The sanction may include only the NTRP 40+ or NTRP 55+ divisions; 
• The tournament must offer singles and doubles in the 3.0, 3.5, 4.0 and 4.5 divisions; 
• The stipend must be used to offset tournament cost and for player experience; 
• The Tournament Director must attend a Tournament Director Workshop that will include 

information on best practices and sponsorship; and 
• The Tournament Director must comply with all requirements set forth in the Sanctioning 

Regulations and Sanction Agreement including but not limited to, submission of Serve Tennis 
Sanction Form, insurance certificate, satellite permission form(s), written confirmation from 
Referee, no later than the 1st day of the month two months prior to the start date of the 
Tournament, and posting of all required information on the website by the time entries open. 

Applicants selected for stipends will receive the stipend following completion of the tournament and 
fulfillment of these obligations. 

 
RESOLVED FURTHER: Effective, January 1, 2024, an aggregate of up to $3,000 in Adult NTRP Level 7 
Tournament stipends will be available for tournament directors to apply for as follows: 

 

Stipends to Promote Adult NTRP Level 7 (1-Day) Tournaments: Up to $3,000 in Adult Level 7 
Tournament stipends awarded will be based on the number of players in the tournament, at $10 per 
player, subject to the following: 
• The Organization Member must commit running no fewer than two Level 7 (1-day) Tournaments in 

2024; 
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• The stipend must be used to improve the player experience, for example by offering snacks, drinks, 
optionally raffle items; 

• The Tournament Director must attend a Tournament Director Workshop that will include 
information on best practices and sponsorship; 

• The Tournament Director must comply with all requirements set forth in the Sanctioning 
Regulations and Sanction Agreement including but not limited to, submission of Serve Tennis 
Sanction Form, insurance certificate, satellite permission form(s), written confirmation from 
Referee, no later than the 1st day of the month two months prior to the start date of the 
Tournament, and posting of all required information on the website by the time entries open; and 

• The $10 per player stipend will be paid to the Organization Member upon completion of the second 
tournament and after documentation of the expenses paid to improve the player experience has 
been received by USTA NorCal. 

Applicants selected for stipends will receive the stipend following completion of the second 
tournament and fulfillment of these obligations. 

 

Mr. Olmstead left the meeting before the Delegated Authority Decision Report. 
 
9. Delegated Authority Decision Report 

Ms. Norman directed the Board’s attention to the report of decisions made by Committees that were within 
the clearly defined scope of authority that the Board has delegated to the Committees in the applicable 
Committee Charters, a copy of which was distributed with the meeting packet.  She noted that the report 
contains the following decisions: 
• Consideration of 10 new grievances filed with the Adult Leagues Grievance Committee 
• Consideration of 2 new grievance appeals filed with the Adult Leagues Grievance Appeals Committee 
• Consideration of 28 new NTRP Self-Rate appeals filed with the NTRP Self-Rate Appeals Committee 
• The slating of the following seven persons as candidates for the USTA NorCal Board: Leslie Airola-Murveit, 

Shaun Chaudhuri, Christine Costamagna, Michelle Nicholson, Andrea Norman, David Panconi, Craig Pasqua 
President Sloan explained that if the Board disagrees with any action, it may consider taking further action as 
it deems appropriate.  Following the presentation of the Report, the Directors had neither questions, 
comments, nor objections to the actions taken by the Committees. 

 
10. New & Returning Organization Members 

Mr. Wenger presented the report of 3 returning Organization Members and 1 new Organization Member since 
the last time the Board met on September 20, 2023, so that the Board may fulfill its obligation to review such 
report pursuant to USTA NorCal Bylaw III.D.  No concerns were raised by any of the Directors. 

 
11. Treasurer’s Report 

Mr. Walker directed the Board’s attention to the August 31 financial statements distributed with the 
meeting packet. 
• Mr. Walker directed attention to balance sheet.  The cash balance was $4,708,165.  Total equity at August 

31 was $6,369,309.  
• The income statement for August year-to-date shows net income of $555,000 which is $487,999 ahead of 

budget.  Projections for the year now show a net profit of $149,155 which is $259.485 above the adjusted 
budgeted loss of $110,330.  Mr. Walker noted that most line items were in line with the budget.  It was 
noted that Adult League Revenue is projected to be $142.766 below budget.  More than offsetting this 
negative revenue variance is savings in many expense line items.  Mr. Walker called attention to the notes 
explaining budget variances. 

 
12. President’s Report 

In addition to the written report included in the meeting packet, President Sloan’s in-meeting presentation 
included the following: 
 

• Coaching: The USTA Section Presidents unanimously approved an advisory resolution to go to the USTA 
Board regarding coaching in the US as follows:  
The coaching needs of United States tennis are not being met by existing organizations. USTA should 
promptly take on a more active role in coaching recruitment, training, certification, and support in 
alignment with the USTA’s strategic priorities, including DEI, and should properly fund those initiatives.  

 

• Growth Catalyst Fund: President Sloan reported Sections are collaborating with Ted Loerhke, the USTA 
Managing Director of Section Partnerships, and with fellow Sections on options for grant proposals. 

 

• Volunteer Recruitment and Retention: The Sections are sharing information on how they work on volunteer 
recruitment and retention and the approaches are different.  All include an emphasis on recognition. 
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• Section Connection/USTA NorCal Annual Meeting: Mr. Sloan made a request of all Directors who are 
attending the Section Connection/USTA NorCal Annual Meeting to volunteer to assist on Saturday. 

 

• Call Items: A revised version of the Call Items that were not voted on at the USTA Semiannual Meeting by 
the USTA’s Executive Council has been distributed to key stakeholders.  A working group with 
representation from all interested committees and the leadership groups will be involved in providing 
feedback with the goal of arriving at a consensus around the issues of Referee requirements and the USTA 
Suspension Point System.  Directors had no objection to the Executive Committee making a determination 
as to how the NorCal delegate would vote on the Call Items if they are to be presented at a Special Meeting 
before the end of the year. 

 

President Sloan encouraged the Directors to review her full report in greater detail, particularly the Digital 
Update NorCal received from the USTA outlining the headway being made on several digital products. 

 
13. Executive Director’s Report 

In addition to the NorCal program statistics and written report included in the meeting packet, Ms. 
Verhoeven’s in-meeting presentation included the following: 
 

• Growth Catalyst Fund Grants: Ms. Verhoeven announced that NorCal is working with SoCal on submitting a 
grant proposal for $600,000 that will focus on officials recruitment and retention and includes referral 
incentive, mentorships, officials training summits, and recruitment events.  If approved NorCal would 
receive $300,000 of this amount.  The second grant is focused on advocacy and will include a staff person 
assigned with the responsibility to build a business case for tennis and attend various community and 
government meetings that will impact growth. 

 

• Section Connection Update - November 4: Ms. Verhoeven reminded the Directors that the new Section 
Connection event will be held in conjunction with NorCal Annual Meeting at the Marriott in Walnut Creek.  
The volunteer appreciation dinner will be held in conjunction with the event on Saturday evening.  Both 
must be registered for. 

 

• Community Program Grants: Ms. Verhoeven announced that applications for a variety of Community 
Program Grants are now open: NJTL, Diverse Coaches, Individual Player, Community Programs, Pro Circuit, 
HITS/After School, Wheelchair, Adaptive, College Scholarships, and the Tyler Nii Scholarship. 

 

Ms. Verhoeven asked the Directors to review her written report for other important information, including 
important events happening for the next two months. 
 

14. Delegate’s Report 
Mr. Scalese reiterated that NorCal will be studying the revised Call Items to better, although he remains 
concerned with the proposal that lessens the use of certified Referees.  He noted that NorCal is setting a wise 
standard of choosing to focus, through the grant proposal, on the growth and retention of its officiating 
community. 
 

Mr. Scalese reported that the Call Items were pulled, and a working group has been convened to discuss the 
issues before revised items are presented to the Association for consideration.  He also gave an overview of 
the various topics discussed at the Delegates Meetings, most of which overlapped with the subjects discussed 
and reported by President Sloan and Ms. Verhoeven. 

 

Ms. Costamagna left the meeting following the Delegate’s Report. 
 

15. Adjournment 
Prior to adjourning, members shared the following: 
• Ms. Ryniewicz expressed concern on the reduced participation in high school tennis in the Santa Cruz area 

and the need for a NorCal staff person to focus on that area. 
• Ms. Verhoeven added that NorCal as fewer Community Program Representatives (CPRs) than it once had 

Tennis Service Representatives (TSRs) making it more difficult to cover all of the areas in need of attention.  
The budget at this time doesn’t support the hiring of additional CPRs for this purpose. 

• Ms. Verhoeven also asked Ms. Ryniewicz to put any teacher who is interested in starting a program with her 
so that she can have a staff member provide the necessary resources to start a program. 

Following the announcement that the next gathering of the Board will be on November 5 for a training with 
the newly-elected members, and the next meeting will be on December 13, 2023 , and with no objection, the 
meeting was adjourned at  10:08 pm.

Adult League Committee 
 

1. “Leagues Played Here” Banners. Approved at a meeting held on October 2, 2023 by a vote of 6 in favor, 
none opposed and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED: That effective with the 2024 Adult League Year, “Leagues Played Here” banners will be 
distributed every 3 years starting with facilities that host at least 5 USTA NorCal Adult Leagues in the 
previous year who would like one. 

 
Rationale:  
• Continuing to distribute “Leagues Played Here” banners every three years promotes USTA NorCal’s 

partnership with the facilities hosting Adult Leagues. 
• The banners are an inexpensive promotional tool for NorCal. 
• Distributing to facilities starting at 5 Adult Leagues played in a given year recognizes the commitment by 

these facilities to host USTA NorCal Adult Leagues 
 
2. (NorCal LLAR) Wildcards. Approved at a meeting held on October 2, 2023 by a vote of 6 in favor, none 

opposed and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED: That, effective with the 2024 Adult League Year, the NorCal LLAR Wildcard rule be amended 
as follows (stricken through language are proposed deletions and underlined language are proposed 
additions). 
 
(NorCal LLAR) Wildcards. Wildcards may be used to round out the number of teams that 
advance to Sectionals. Wildcards are chosen at the beginning of the season from areas flights with the 
greatest number of teams. If there are two or more areas flights that have the same greatest number of 
teams, the wildcards will be selected randomly from those areas flights. 

 
Rationale: The Wildcard rule was changed in 2023 for wildcards to be selected from the flights with the 
greatest number of teams. Previously wildcards were selected from the area with the greatest number of 
teams. This change will make it more equitable to recognize areas with the most number of teams. 

 
3. 3.03B(4) Scoring of Eligibility Disqualification in Local League. Approved at a meeting held on October 

2, 2023 by a vote of 6 in favor, none opposed and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED: That, effective with the 2024 Adult League Year, the USTA NorCal Options rule under 
3.03B(4) be amended as follows (stricken through language are proposed deletions and underlined 
language are proposed additions). 
 
(NorCal LLAR) USTA NorCal Options. NorCal chooses the timeframe of 24 hours five (5) days after the 
end of the local league season for eligibility disqualifications to affect the scoring of local league matches in 
3.03B(4). 

 
Rationale: Since this timeframe also applies to NTRP grievances, this adjustment allows captains who file a 
NTRP grievance after the last match in the local league (maybe played on the last day of the local league 
season) a chance to have their grievance adjudicated.  The current timeframe of 24 hours after the end of the 
local league season does not provide enough time to consider an appeal and render a decision.  This change 
also supports that integrity of the NTRP rating system by allowing time to address grievances. 

 
4. 2.03O Unforeseen Circumstances. Approved at a meeting held on October 2, 2023 by a vote of 6 in favor, 

none opposed and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED: That, effective with the 2024 Adult League Year, the (NorCal LLAR) Unforeseen Circumstances 
rule be added under 2.03O as follows (Underlined language are proposed additions.) 
 
(NorCal LLAR) Unforeseen Circumstances. Should any situation occur, which could potentially result in 
invalid matches or the postponement, rescheduling, or cancellation of a Sectional Championship, the 
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Championship Committee will determine the best course of action. This may include, but not be limited to, 
changes to the format, number of matches, and scoring.  If a championship cannot be completed for any 
reason, the Championship committee shall determine the teams advancing to the next championship level. 

 
Rationale: This change is being recommended to provide clarity.  
 

5. (NorCal LLAR) Adult 40 & Over Tie-Break Procedure for a 4-line Format. Approved at a meeting held on 
October 2, 2023 by a vote of 6 in favor, none opposed and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED: That, effective with the 2024 Adult League Year, the (NorCal LLAR) Adult 40 & Over Tie-Break 
Procedure for a 4-line Format rule be amended as follows (stricken through language are proposed 
deletions and underlined language are proposed additions.) 
 
(NorCal LLAR) Adult 40 & Over Tie-Break Procedure for a 4-line Format. Points per 
Position will be used to determine a match winner and Section Championship standings. A win in the #1 
doubles position will be worth 2 points. Match wins in the other positions—#1 singles, #2 doubles, and #3 
doubles—will be worth 1 point each. The team with the most cumulative points will be in first place in the 
flight. In the event of a tie in total number of points won, the tie shall be broken by the first of the 
following procedures that does so: 
1. Fewest number of sets lost 
2. Fewest number of games lost 
3. Winner of head-to-head matches 
4. Coin toss 
1. Winner of head-to-head matches 
2. Fewest number of sets lost 
3. Fewest number of games lost 
4. Game Winning Percentage: Total games won divided by total games played 

 
Rationale: Previously, the ALC passed a rule to keep Adult 40 Sectional standings calculations the same as 
used in local leagues. However, in all the other leagues, NorCal uses the National championship tie-break 
procedure. In regards to in event of a tie, the National procedure moves head-to-head above sets lost and 
games lost. This change brings the Adult 40 & Over Sectional Championships in line with the other leagues in 
terms of tie-break procedures.  
 

6. Removing COVID-19 Restrictions from NorCal LLAR. Approved at a meeting held on October 2, 2023 by a 
vote of 6 in favor, none opposed and no abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED: That, effective with the 2024 Adult League Year, the following (NorCal LLARs) regarding new 
balls, water, and bathrooms be amended as follows (stricken through language are proposed deletions and 
underlined language are proposed additions.) 
 
(NorCal LLAR) New Balls. Due to COVID-19 restrictions which vary by county, USTA NorCal is requiring 
every team on the same side of the net is to provide a brand-new can of balls for every match they 
participate in. Both cans of balls should be marked with alternate numbers. If all players in the individual 
match agree to use just one can of balls, the can will be provided by the home team. The home team shall 
supply new balls for the match [ULR 1.05]. The home team shall decide on the use of new balls for a full 
third set. 
 
(NorCal LLAR) Water. Due to COVID-19 restrictions which vary by county, players should bring their own 
drinking water as access to drinking fountains at facilities may be limited or unavailable. Water must be 
available at the site of the match. Drinking fountains meet this requirement. 
 
(NorCal LLAR) Bathrooms. Bathrooms must be accessible and on site for players to use during the 
entire match. Due to COVID-19 restrictions which vary by county, the use of restrooms at facilities may 
have restrictions. 

 
Rationale: The COVID-19 restrictions are no longer in place so we are reverting to the pre-COVID version of 
the requirements for Hosting Responsibilities. 
 

7. 2.01D Coaching. Approved at a meeting held on October 2, 2023 by a vote of 6 in favor, none opposed and 
no abstentions. 
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RESOLVED: That, effective with the 2024 Adult League Year, the (NorCal LLAR) Coaching rule be 
amended as follows (stricken through language are proposed deletions and underlined language are 
proposed additions.) 
 
2.01D Coaching. When the scoring method is the best of three tiebreak sets and a 10 minute rest period 
is taken between the second and third sets, coaching is permitted only during this rest period. 
 
(NorCal LLAR) Coaching. No coaching is allowed once warmups have begun. When the scoring method is 
the best of three tiebreak sets and a 10 minute rest period is taken between the second and third sets, 
coaching is permitted only during this rest period. 
 
2.03G Coaching. When the scoring method is the best of three tiebreak sets and a 10 minute rest period 
is taken between the second and third sets, coaching is permitted only during this rest period. 
 
(NorCal LLAR) No Coaching. No coaching is allowed once warmups have begun. When the scoring 
method is the best of three tiebreak sets and a 10 minute rest period is taken between the second and 
third sets, coaching is permitted only during this rest period. 

 
Rationale: The title of the NorCal LLAR is modified because it follows the 2.03G Coaching rule which states 
that coaching is allowed in the 10-minute rest period. NorCal allows coaching in the 10-minute period, so this 
clarifies that. The title has been misleading as it says “No Coaching”. There are two places (local league and 
Championship) where it is added. 
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
