1. Call to Order 

President Sloan called the meeting to order at 6:33 pm and roll call was conducted.  She then asked Ms. 
Costamagna to read the NorCal Mission Statement and Vision. 
 

2. Approval of Agenda 
There being no persons present to make public comments and no public comments submitted in advance of 
the meeting, the Board considered approval of the agenda, a copy of which was distributed with the meeting 
packet. President Sloan requested that a discussion of the 2024 Election Rules was mistakenly omitted form 
the agenda and board packet.  There being no opposition, the agenda was announced approved as corrected. 
 

3. Approval of Minutes 
The Board considered approval of the minutes of the meeting held September 18, 2024.  Following 
discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Norman, seconded by Mr. Panconi, and approved by 
a vote of 13 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED:  That the minutes of the meeting of the USTA NorCal Board of Directors held September 18, 
2024, are hereby approved as corrected. 

 

Mr. Winn and Mr. Chaudhuri joined the meeting following approval of the minutes. 
Mr. Walker left the meeting for the duration of the closed session. 
Ms. Cossette remained in the closed session during the tournament sanction report. 
 
4. Closed Session 

President Sloan announced that the Board would be going into closed session.  Following the conclusion of 
the closed session, President Sloan announced all discussion held during the session was to remain 
confidential; however, it was agreed that the following would be reported in the public minutes: 
 
• Approval of 2025 Junior, Adult, Family & Wheelchair Tournament Sanctions. The the sanctions for Adult, 

Family & Wheelchair Tournaments attached as Exhibit A and the sanctions for 2025 Junior Tournaments as 
set forth on Exhibit B were approved following a motion duly made by Ms. Norman and seconded by Ms. 
Costamagna.  The vote was 15 in favor, none opposed and no abstentions. 

 

Ms. Cossette left the closed session following the tournament sanction report. 
 

• Legal Updates.  The Board heard updates on outstanding legal issues. 
 
Legal Counsel Jonathan Madison left the meeting following Closed Session. 
Ms. Cossette and Mr. Walker returned to the meeting following Closed Session. 
 
5. Ratification of 2024 Election Rules 

President Sloan presented the Election Rules recommended by the Nominating Committee for use in the 2024 
election of the new members to the NorCal Board of Directors.  She noted there is no substantive change in 
these rules as compared to those used for the election that took place at the 2024 USTA NorCal Annual 
Meeting of Voting Members. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Costamagna, seconded by Ms. Sheu, and 
approved by a vote of 15 favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 
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RESOLVED:  2024 Election Rules attached as Exhibit C are hereby ratified. 
 
6. Consent Calendar 

President Sloan directed the Board’s attention to the Consent Calendar that was distributed with the meeting 
packet and noted that there are: 

• 2 recommendations being made by Junior Council 
• 1 recommendation being made by the Adult League Committee 
• 2 recommendations being made by the Adult Tournament Committee 

 

President Sloan explained that any Director may unilaterally request that an item be removed from the 
Consent Calendar for individual consideration apart from the Consent Calendar.  She also noted that simple 
questions, clarifications, or short amounts of dialogue relative to an item on the Consent Calendar may be 
discussed after the motion to approve the Consent Calendar. 
 

President Sloan asked if any Director intended to pull the recommendation.  There being no interest in doing 
so, a motion to adopt the Consent Calendar was duly made by Mr. Olmstead and seconded by Ms. 
Costamagna.  Following discussion, the following motion was approved by a vote of 15 in favor, none 
opposed, and no abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED:  That items listed on the Consent Calendar attached as Exhibit D are hereby approved. 
 
7. Action Item: Bi-Monthly Sanction Application Dates 

Ms. Cossette presented the Action Item of the Sanction & Schedule Committee to change the bi-monthly 
sanction application deadlines to the first day of the applicable months.  She explained that in early 2024, the 
Board approved the Committee’s recommendation to change the bi-monthly application deadlines to the first 
day of the month, from the 15th, so that so that sanction application recommendations could be presented at 
a Board Meeting that would follow approximately two weeks later.  The request was for 2024 only, with the 
understanding that the Committee would review whether this better facilitated the sanction process.  Based 
on what staff and the Committee believe was a successful process in 2024, the Committee is requesting that 
these date adjustments be made permanent by amending the Sanction Regulations. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Norman, seconded by Ms.Nicholson, and 
approved by a vote of 15 favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 
 

RESOLVED:  That, effective immediately, that USTA NorCal Tournament Sanction Regulation 5.B.ii. be 
amended as set forth below: 

 

5. Sanctioning Process. This process applies to all Tournaments, except those tournaments that USTA 
NorCal has determined, at its sole discretion, will not be put out for bid and will instead be assigned 
to USTA NorCal as the sanction holder. 
B. Sanction Application Deadlines. 

ii. Bi-Monthly Application Deadlines. USTA NorCal will accept applications on an ongoing 
basis. Bi-Monthly Deadlines for these applications received after the Primary Sanction 
Deadline will be January 15, March 15, May 15, July 15, September 15, and November 15. 

 
8. Action Item: Team Tournament Budget Request - Interest Earned on Restricted Junior Tennis 

Money Market Account 
Ms. Norman presented the Action Item of the Junior Council to designate the interest earned on the separate 
junior tennis money market account, for the team budget.  She explained that more than two decades ago, a 
USTA NorCal Junior Council Trust Endowment Fund was set up for the purpose of having the interest spent to 
“promote tennis among boys and girls who reside within the territorial boundary of USTA NorCal and resident 
junior members 18 years and younger as defined by the USTA NorCal tournament regulations for the purpose 
of eligibility to play in tournaments sanctioned by any sectional affiliate of the USTA” as directed by a 
separate NorCal Junior Tennis Council entity.  Upon dissolution of that separate organization, as was required 
in that entity’s bylaws, the funds were moved to a separate USTA NorCal account and have been restricted 
for use as originally intended by the Trust Endowment Fund – for junior tennis. 
 

Based on estimates of the interest that will be earned in 2024 of 4%, the expected interest income will be 
$6,000.  This proposal ensures that the interest earned on the $150K junior fund in 2024 and future years be 
allocated to the Junior Tournament Events budget to fund team tournaments held in NorCal or in which 
NorCal players participate. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Norman, seconded by Ms. DeSchane, and 
approved by a vote of 15 favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 
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RESOLVED:  That effective immediately, interest earned on the principle of the USTA NorCal Schwab 
U.S. Treasury Money Market Fund which is restricted for use related to junior tennis, be annually 
allocated to the Junior Tournament Events budget for use in organizing team events sanctioned by USTA 
NorCal. 

 
9. Action Item: 2025 USTA NorCal Budget 

Ms. DeSchane presented the budget that has been recommended for approval by the Budget & Finance 
Committee.  She started by providing an overview of the budget process that starts with the formation of 
operating plans, development of departmental budgets, and presentations by the departments and the 
Committee chairs. 
 

Mr. Wenger gave a more detailed presentation of the Operations and Leagues budget as these are the 
revenue drivers for NorCal. 
 

The proposed budget reflects a deficit of $177,276.  This deficit is due to having to recognize all of the 2 to 3-
year USTA Growth Catalyst Fund grant revenue in 2023.  USTA NorCal cash reserves will need to be used in 
order to absorb the deficit budget in 2025.  Except for this requirement, the budget would have been 
balanced. 
 

Following discussion, the following motion was duly made by Ms. Airola-Murveit, seconded by Ms. Barnes, 
and approved by a vote of 15 in favor, none opposed, and no abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED:  That the 2025 USTA Northern California Budget is approved as presented.  
 

10. Delegated Authority Decision Report 
President Sloan directed the Board’s attention to the report of decisions made by Committees that were 
within the clearly defined scope of authority that the Board has delegated to the Committees in the applicable 
Committee Charters, a copy of which was distributed with the meeting packet.  She noted that the report 
contains the following decisions: 
• Consideration of 9 grievances filed with the Adult Leagues Grievance Committee 
• Consideration of 3 appeals filed with the Adult Leagues Grievance Appeals Committee 
• Consideration of 19 NTRP Self-Rate appeals filed with the NTRP Self-Rate Appeals Committee 
• The approval by the Nominating Committee of a slate of 8 candidates for the Board of Directors 
• Feedback given by the Junior Council to the USTA with respect to proposed amendments to the USTA Junior 

Tournament, Ranking, and Sanctioning Regulations 
• Action taking by the Sanction & Schedule Committee as it relates to tournament regulation infractions. 
 

President Sloan explained that if the Board disagrees with any action, it may consider taking further action as 
it deems appropriate.  Following the presentation of the Report, the Directors had neither questions, 
comments, nor objections to the actions taken by the Committees. 

 
11. New & Returning Organization Members 

Mr. Wenger presented the report of 8 new and 5 returning Organization Members since the last time the 
Board met on September 18, 2024, so that the Board may fulfill its obligation to review such report pursuant 
to USTA NorCal Bylaw III.D. 

 
Mr. Pasqua joined the meeting after the report of Organization Members. 
 

12. Treasurer’s Report 
Ms. DeSchane directed the Board’s attention to the financial statements distributed with the meeting packet 
on October 15, 2024. 
• The cash/cash equivalents balance as of August 31, 2024 was $5,956,413 versus the July 31, 2024 balance 

of $5,354,994. 
• Net income for the month of August 2024 was $43,890 versus the July 2024 balance of $130,167. 
• The income statement for August 2024 Plus ROY Forecast was ($159,973) versus the July 2024 Plus ROY 

Forecast balance of ($214,547). 
• We continue to welcome and encourage opportunities to invest in section programming to continue our 

mission to promote and develop the growth of tennis in Northern California 
 
13. President’s Report 

 

• In-Person Meeting at Semiannual Meeting in New York.  The Presidents Committee discussed the pros and 
cons of having in-person meetings beyond the Annual meeting and recommended to the USTA incoming 
and outgoing Presidents that this subject would be a good use of a task force to discuss further. 
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• Section Investment in Facilities. Many Sections are doing what they can to address court shortage by 
directly investing in facilities. President Sloan shared the progress in this area made by several Sections: 
≈ Hawaii Pacific and Pacific Northwest are currently operating tennis facilities through partnerships, which 

include a shared revenue component. 
≈ Northern is investing in an indoor court facility. 
≈ Missouri Valley Section has is now operating the Plaza Tennis Center (City Owned) 
≈ Southwest is allocating funds for facility improvements 
≈ SoCal is building its own facility and renovating courts, Also noted was that SoCal has started responding 

to RFPs to operate courts which has actually gotten some court owners to reduce their rental fees with 
SoCal withdrawing from RFPs. 
≈ Texas has been working with a San Antonio City Manager but have had some setbacks 
≈ Southern is doing a pilot with the USTA on identifying facility infrastructure in need of repair 
Section Executive Directors are attending a summit hosted by the Pacific Northwest Section to collaborate 
and share information on facility development, partnerships, and other topics related to managing tennis 
facilities. 

 

• Director Engagement. On the last President’s call, Sections shared various ways they are asking their own 
Directors to become more engaged in the activities and services of the Section: 
≈ Encouraging Board members to attend tournaments to become familiar with players and tournament 

processes.  
≈ Mentorships: matching up new Directors with Directors that have more experience.  
≈ Providing a Section-wide master calendar to familiarize Directors with what events and activities are 

available to attend.  
≈ Directors assigned as Committee liaisons or placed on a Committee.  
≈ Assigning Board members to Task Forces.  
≈ Adding Board Comments at the end of Board meetings to share thoughts and experiences.  
 

• National USTA Sponsorships to Benefit Sections. There are specific national USTA sponsorship guidelines, 
monthly calls with Section staff to discuss sponsorships, and ongoing discussion on in-cash or in-kind 
opportunities.  Some sponsorships may not be available for all Sections as the sponsor may have an 
interest in a specific geographical area.  Sections have been strongly encouraged to share potential 
sponsorships with National to identify a connection. 

 

• Investment Committee. President Sloan announced she will be forming an investment committee and asked 
any Directors interested in serving on this committee to let her know. 

 
President Sloan encouraged the Directors to review her full report in greater detail, which also included many 
of the slide decks presented to the USTA leadership in New York. 
 

14. Executive Director’s Report 
In addition to the NorCal program statistics and written report included in the meeting packet, Ms. 
Verhoeven’s in-meeting presentation included the following: 
 

• Annual Meeting Update. As of September 30, 2024, there are 356 eligible member organizations in good 
standing. Voting packets were mailed to all 356 members on September 30.  As of October 15, less than 
5% of proxy forms have been returned to Corporate Election Services.  The deadline to submit proxy forms 
is Monday, October 28 at 5:00 PM PST.  A list of all election materials mailed to Organization Members, 
along with a list of voting member organizations, can be found on the USTA NorCal Board of Directors 
website. While the contact details of voting Organization Members are not publicly available, they can be 
requested by contacting Darren Wenger. 

 

• Section Connection. Ms. Verhoeven reported just under 200 attendees are registered to date, a few short of 
the 200 goal set for today.  86 persons are currently scheduled to attend the volunteer recognition dinner 
held the Saturday evening of the Section Connection.  She encouraged all Directors not yet registered to 
attend. 

 
• Adult League Players Incentive Program to do Safe Sport Training. In an effort to encourage Adult League 

players to complete a short Safe Sport training and help keep the sport safe, National is offering an 
incentive.  Players who complete the training by November 11 will receive their new ratings via email on 
November 29, four days before the official release. 

 
• 2024 Officials Summit. In collaboration with USTA Southern California, NorCal is hosting the inaugural 

USTA California Officials Summit, bringing together officials from across the state for a weekend of 
education, networking and celebration.  This event will take place from December 6-8, 2024, in Pleasanton. 
Registration will open soon for interested participants. 
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• Staffing Update. There remains an open position for an Adult Leagues Coordinator.  Interviews have begun 
and the position should be filled before the end of the October. 

 
• Website Update. The new NorCal website is in its final stages of development, with early November as the 

estimated launch date.  A soft launch of the related E-Store is planned to coincide with the Section 
Connection. 

 

• Tyler Nii Memorial Scholarship. The Tyler Nii Memorial Scholarship Award was created to honor the memory 
of this beloved member of the NorCal tennis community, who unexpectedly passed away in 2018.  Born 
and raised in San Jose, Tyler was the varsity tennis coach at Archbishop Mitty High School, taught at player 
Capital Tennis, and served on the NorCal Board.  Applications are now open, through November 29, for the 
scholarship named in his memory.  Marketing efforts are underway to popularize the opportunity to receive 
these two scholarships, to one male and one female high school tennis player, each in the amount of 
$1,500. 

 

Ms. Verhoeven asked the Directors to review her written report for other important information, including 
important events happening during the next several months. 

 
15. Delegate’s Report 

Mr. Scalese reported that there is no written report.  The next Delegate’s meeting is upcoming and will likely 
cover much of the information presented by the President and Executive Director in the meeting’s reports. 
 

16. Adjournment 
Prior to adjourning, members shared the following: 
• President Sloan thanked the Directors who she worked with over the course of her term. 
• Ms. Norman announced the unexpected passing of Anchi Liu, one of NorCal’s most skilled and respected 

USTA certified officials, and asked for a moment of silence in her memory. 
• Mr. Panconi inquired as to the status of the applications to serve on national Committees.  No selections or 

announcements will be made until after the slate, which includes the new President, is approved by the 
Sections. 

• Mr. Olmstead thanked everyone and applauded the amazing work done by NorCal Board, staff and 
volunteers. 

• Mr. Scalese acknowledged the contribution of President Sloan and all of the Directors, officers and staff. 
• Ms. DeSchane thanked all involved with the recently held and successful Hall of Fame induction ceremony 

and specifically recognized the work of Becca Bauer.  She also suggested that new Directors be assigned a 
mentor to help with the transition back to the Board. 

• Mr. Wheeler, who is finishing his fifth year on the Board, spoke of his time with the Section and the efficient 
and tennis-centric work done in the last few years. 

 

Following the announcement that the next meeting will be on Wednesday, December 11, 2024.  With no 
objection, the meeting was adjourned at 8:18 pm.

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Corporate Election Services has been appointed as the independent Inspector of Election for the 
2024 Annual Meeting of the Association and will adhere to the following rules as adopted by the 
2024 Nomination/Election Committee. 

1. Time Period for Turning in Ballots Rule – At the Annual Meeting, the Inspector of Election will distribute
ballots to all appointed proxy holders that are present. Proxy holders will be given one hour to complete their 
ballot and turn the ballot into the Inspector of Election. 

2. By-Laws and the Proxy Form Rule – The By-Laws and Proxy Form state the governing rules. 

3. Proxy Deadline Rule – Members will not be allowed to vote at the annual meeting unless a proxy has been
properly completed and returned to the Inspector of Election by 5:00 p.m. PDT, October 28, 2024. Proxies
received after 5:00 p.m. PDT, October 28, 2024 will be considered invalid and not counted. 

4. “Or” and “Slash” Rule – If more than one individual is appointed as proxy holder (e.g. Mr. Smith or Mr. Jones,
Mr. Smith/Mr. Jones), the individual named first will be considered the primary proxy holder and all other
appointed proxy holders will be considered alternate proxy holders. At the Annual Meeting, a ballot will be
given to the primary proxy holder. If the primary proxy holder does not attend the Annual Meeting, the ballot
will be given to the first listed alternate proxy holder. If the first listed alternate proxy holder does not attend
the Annual Meeting the ballot will be given to the next listed proxy holder. 

5. “And” Rule – If more than one individual is appointed as proxy holder (e.g. Mr. Smith and Mr. Jones), one
ballot will be given to both appointed proxy holders and both appointed proxy holders must complete and
sign the ballot. If both appointed proxy holders cannot complete and sign the ballot, the ballot will be invalid. 

6. No Splitting/No Assigning Rule – A proxy cannot be split. A proxy cannot be assigned. 

7. Secretary Rule – When the Secretary of USTA Northern California is appointed proxy holder, the Secretary
must divide votes equally between the candidates nominated by the Nominating Committee. 

8. Conflicting Instruction Rule – A proxy is invalid when conflicting instructions given on a specific proxy by a
member organization cannot be resolved by the Nomination Committee. 

9. Chain of Command Rule – If a member organization submits more than one proxy signed by different people
within the organization, the proxy signed by the person higher in the chain of command (i.e. with more
authority) within the organization is the valid proxy holder. The chain of command or order of hierarchy
followed by the Nomination Committee historically is: owner, president, vice president, secretary, treasurer,
general manager, manager, tennis director, tennis pro and member. For example, if the tennis pro appoints
Mr. Jones on October 15 and the president appoints Mr. Smith on October 1, the valid proxy belongs to Mr.
Smith because the president has greater authority than the tennis pro. Note that, in this case, the date is not
the determining factor. A proxy signed by a member having none of the foregoing titles, and which fails to
demonstrate that the organization has conferred proxy authority on the member, will not be counted. It is
hoped that the above will resolve all conflicts. However, if it appears that unusual circumstances require the
application of different rules, the matter may be submitted to vote by the Board of Directors.

EXHIBIT C
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10. Later Dated Rule – If a member organization submits more than one proxy signed by the same person on
different dates naming different proxy holders, the later dated proxy form is the valid one. For example, if
the President of XYZ Club signed a proxy form on October 1 naming Mr. Jones as proxy holder and signed
another form dated October 15 naming Mr. Smith as proxy holder, the valid proxy is the one signed on
October 15 naming Mr. Smith as proxy holder. 

11. Current Member Rule – If an organization is not a current member at the time of the proxy deadline, the
proxy made by such organization is not valid. The Organization must have a current valid membership as of
September 30, 2024. 

12. Membership Votes Rule – An organization’s number of votes is determined by multiplying the number of
openings on the board of directors (8 in 2024) by the number of votes outlined in Article IV, Section C of the
USTA Northern California bylaws: Clubs as defined in the Bylaws of the USTA shall have 15 votes plus five
votes for each tennis court up to a maximum of 95 votes. Schools, colleges, or universities that do not have
permanent tennis court(s) shall have one vote. Schools, colleges and universities that have permanent tennis
court(s) shall have 25 votes. All other Organization Members shall have 25 votes. 

13. Quorum Rule – Quorum is over 50% of the organization membership’s total eligible votes. If a quorum is not
established by the Annual Meeting, the election will have to be rescheduled. 

14. Quorum Motion Rule – If there is no quorum at the time of the proxy deadline, then the Nomination
Committee shall be empowered to extend the deadline to solicit proxies for 24 hours. All proxies received
after the deadline must be voted for the slate of candidates nominated by the Nominating Committee. If a
quorum is not established by the Annual Meeting, the election will have to be rescheduled. 

15. Notice to Proxy Holders of Disputed Proxies Rule – Appointed proxy holders for which disputed proxies have
been received will be notified by the Inspector of Election of a disputed proxy. Proxy holders should respond
to the Inspector of Election by e-mail. If no response is received, the Inspector of Election will call the
appointed proxy holder. 

16. Notice of Total Proxies Submitted Rule – The Inspector of Election will notify all proxy holders and Board of
Director members by e-mail by 12:00 noon PDT on, Friday, November 1, 2024, of the names of organizations
assigned to each proxy holder, the number of proxy votes they have been assigned, quorum percentage and
the total organization proxy votes. 

17. Response to Proxy Inquiries – Callers requesting information about superseded proxies are to be notified that 
those proxies are subject to Nomination Committee review. No details of the proxy superseding the caller’s
proxy will be given. All items included in the Annual Meeting mailing (Notice of Annual Meeting, Agenda,
Nominating Committee Slate letter, Proxy/Delegate Designation form and Organization Proxy Signers form)
and a listing of membership organizations allowed to vote will be published on the USTA Northern California
website. 

18. Election Procedures – The Inspector of Election will bring electronic equipment to the Annual Meeting to
tabulate ballots.

age division up to the following maximum:  1 wild card when 16 or fewer total teams are 
selected for an age division; 2 wild cards when 17 to 32 total teams are selected for an age 
division; 4 wild cards when 33 or more teams are selected for an age division.  These limits 
are based on teams selected for each age division - for example, Girls’ 14 doubles, not the 
entire 14 division comprised of Boys’ and Girls’ 14s doubles.  The Tournament Committee 
will determine the criteria for selecting the wild card players. 

ii. Bottom-Up Selection.  The Individual Doubles Seeding List of the division will be used for 
bottom-up selection.  Teams will be selected as follows: Teams comprised of players 
without a standing will be selected first.  Remaining teams will be selected in the order 
described below. 
• first, teams with one player on the Individual Doubles Seeding List and one that is not 

will be selected based on lowest standing of the one player on the Individual Doubles 
Seeding List of the division; and 

• second, on lowest combined standings using the most recently published Individual 
Doubles Seeding List of the division - see Regulation 12.E. for the procedure to calculate 
the combined standing of a team. 

If there is a tie, the team with the player that has the lowest doubles standing on the list 
shall be selected first. 

e. Alternates. [unchanged] 
f. Replacement of Withdrawing Teams in Doubles-Only and Mixed Doubles-Only 

Tournaments. [unchanged] 
 

RESOLVED FURTHER:  That effective immediately, USTA NorCal Junior Tournament Regulation 8.B.iii.e.(2) 
and (4) will be amended to allow for the selection of wild card players and teams in Level 6 Traditional Draw 
Format tournaments.

4 wild cards when 33 or more players are selected for an age division.  These limits are 
based on players selected for each age division - for example, Girls’ 14 singles, not the 
entire 14 division comprised of Boys’ and Girls’ 14s players.

total teams are selected for an age division; 4 wild cards when 33 or more teams are 
selected for an age division.  These limits are based on players selected for each age 
division - for example, Girls’ 14 singles, not the entire 14 division comprised of Boys’ and 
Girls’ 14s players.  The Tournament Committee will determine the criteria for selecting the 
wild card players.

(6) Replacement of Withdrawing Teams in Doubles-Only and Mixed Doubles-Only

RESOLVED FURTHER:  That effective immediately, USTA NorCal Junior Tournament Regulation 8.B.iv.a.(3) 
will be amended to allow for the selection of wild card players and teams in Level 6 Ratings Round Robin 
Format tournaments.

B. Open Level 6 Tournaments. 

iv. Ratings Round Robin Format. Open Level 6 Ratings Round Robins are level-based tournaments 
a. Singles Draw. 

(3) Player Selection. Players will be selected using the most recently available WTNs and in 
an order that selects the best rated players (See Regulation 5.B. for information on 
ordering players), except that the Tournament Committee may select players to receive 
wild cards in each age division up to the following maximum:  1 wild card when 16 or 
fewer total players are selected for an age division; 2 wild cards when 17 to 32 total 
players are selected for an age division; 4 wild cards when 33 or more players are selected 
for an age division.  These limits are based on players selected for each age division - for 
example, Girls’ 14 singles, not the entire 14 division comprised of Boys’ and Girls’ 14s 
players.  The Tournament Committee will determine the criteria for selecting the wild card 
players. 

 
Rationale: The continued growth, health, and success of Level 6 and Level 7 tournaments is critical to 
ensuring there is ample opportunities for competition for players entering the junior tournament structure, and 
transitioning from the Junior Circuit to ranking tournaments.  An ongoing challenge is the number of courts 
needed to run these tournaments, and the required limits often keep players from host organizations from 
being selected. 
 

Organizers of our Level 6 and Level 7 tournaments have inquired as to whether accepting a player from their 
own organization is possible.  Permitting wild cards to the limits allowable by the national Regulations would 
give these Organizers the ability to guarantee a minimum number of players from their Organization to play in 
the tournaments they run. 
 
The selection process for Level 6 tournaments is based on the National Standings List with the highest ranked 
players selected first.  The selection process for Level 7 tournaments is based on the National Standings List 
from the “bottom up,” meaning the with the non-ranked and lowest ranked players are selected first.  This is 
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required by the National USTA Junior Tournament Regulations.  These same national Regulations also permit 
the selection of players using wild cards.  The relevant regulation reads as follows: 
 

Maximum wild cards. The maximum number of wild cards that can be awarded are as follows: 4 in a draw 
of 64 or higher; 2 in a draw of 32; 1 in a draw of 16 or fewer. 

 

When preparing this wild card amendment proposal for consideration by Junior Council, an error was 
discovered in the Regulations with respect to the selection of teams for Level 7 doubles-only tournaments.  The 
selection process referenced that which is used for tournaments that selected from the top-down. This error is 
also corrected in this recommendation. 

 
2. Junior Awards Criteria. Approved at the October 7, 2024 meeting by a vote of 6 in favor, none opposed, no 

abstentions, no recusals. 
 

RESOLVED:  That effective immediately, the following criteria for the Junior Awards are hereby approved: 
 

• Junior Player of the Year: One player, who in the opinion of the USTA Staff, has the most successful 
record during the calendar year, also taking into consideration sportsmanship. Consideration is also given 
to the player’s age with older players given consideration over younger players, and results in all levels of 
competition (ITF, WTA/ATP, ITA, USTA). 

 

• NorCal Junior Tournament Players of the Year: One boy and one girl in each age division with the 
greatest number of month-end #1 NorCal rankings, based on the National Standings List through 
November of each year, and including the previous year’s month of December. If there is a tie, the award 
may be given to multiple boys and/or girls. 

 

• WTN Players of the Year: One boy and one girl with the best ITF World Tennis Number throughout the 
year, based on the greatest number of months with the best WTN from the first Wednesday of every 
month through November of each year, including the previous year’s month of December. If there is a tie, 
the award may be given to multiple boys and/or girls. 

 

• Age Division Sportsmanship Awards - BG12, 14, 16, 18 
(Elena Cadet in the G18 and Daniel Scafidi in the B18): One boy and one girl in each age division 
with the most nominations from their peers, tournament directors, and referees throughout the year.  If 
there is a tie, the award may be given to multiple boys and/or girls. 

 

• Gold Ball Club: A player who has won a Gold Ball in singles or doubles at a USTA Level 1 National 
Championship. 

 

• Junior Tournament Organizer of the Year: An organizer who has hosted at least three (3) junior 
tournaments in the year with 95% or above average ratings from 20 or more customer reviews.  The 
award can be given to multiple organizers. 

 

RESOLVED FURTHER:  That the USTA NorCal staff shall be authorized to select the winners of these awards 
based on the approved criteria. 
 
Rationale: The 2024 Goals for Junior Council include the creation of a set of written criteria for the various 
awards that are given out at the annual Junior Player Party.  Up until this time the winners have generally been 
selected based on the criteria proposed, but no written criteria existed that was reviewed and recommended by 
Junior Council, or approved by the USTA Board.  The only new awards proposed are the Gold Ball Club and the 
Junior Tournament Organizer of the Year.

1. 2025 Flex League Calendar.  Approved by unanimous written consent on October 4, 2024, by a vote of 7 in 

favor, 0 opposed and no abstentions.

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• This should be a two-day event containing two one day tournaments (Level 7), with one day offering 3.0, 4.0 
and 5.0 divisions and the other 2.5, 3.5, 4.5 with the option to add 5.5 

 

• Sanction Applications must meet the following requirements: 
- The tournament can be held anytime during the year, however applications for a sanction period for March 

will be given preferential treatment due to Women’s Day being in March 
- Singles and doubles must be offered. 
- The registration fee shall be no more than $40 per player for singles and $25 per player for doubles. 
- The draw limit shall be no less than 8 players for singles and 8 teams in doubles 
- The draw format shall be Multiple Round Robins into playoffs (subject to change depending on number of 

registrants) 
 

• Other Tournament Requirements: 
- Snacks, drinks and an opportunity to socialize must be offered 
- Player selection will be done by ranking (bottom-top) using the latest NSL or using the First Come, First 

Served method. 
 

• Tournaments will be approved pursuant to the USTA NorCal Sanction Regulations. 
 

RESOLVED FURTHER: That the sanction holders will receive the following towards the tournament budgets:

Rationale: The Pilot in 2024 saw more than 100 women register for the event. The response was very good 
and players reached out to staff to have more of these events. We would like to build on this success and have 
the event repeated in 2025, potentially becoming a permanent tournament that women in NorCal can look 
forward to each year. In order to keep the registration fee lower, USTA NorCal would help with player gifts and 
awards. 

 
Financial impact: There is no additional budget impact as the Women’s Day tournament is already built into 
the 2025 budget. 
 

2. WTN Promotion. Approved by the Committee at a meeting held September 9, 2024, by a vote of 7 in favor, 0 
opposed, and 0 abstentions. 

 

RESOLVED: That the following shall be spent towards financially supporting up to four non-sanctioned WTN 
Tournaments organized by Organization Members and held in different geographic regions of USTA NorCal, 
which tournaments shall be selected by the USTA NorCal Staff.

Player gifts: $600 per event $2,400 

Awards: $200 per event $800

RESOLVED FURTHER: That it is recommended for the WTN Tournaments to be held in Men’s 40 and under 
and Women’s 40 and under divisions, with 32 players per division flighted into Round Robin groups of 4 players 
and the winners of each Round Robin receiving an award. Regardless of the draw format used, players will be 
flighted into the separate draws. 
 
RESOLVED FURTHER: USTA NorCal staff will be made available to assist in the flighting of players into round 
robins. 

 
Rationale: Having more WTN Tournaments would increase players knowledge about the World Tennis 
Number. In addition, since these events are not sanctioned, it allows for more social, although still competitive, 
participation. Having a more social option for tournaments will grow the number of players, who may later 
move on to play in sanctioned events.  
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Financial impact: There is no additional financial impact as this is already built into the 2025 budget. 
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
