About the ITF World Tennis Number

•	 40 to 1 scale, with beginners starting at 40  
and professional players being closer to 1

•	 New ratings run every Wednesday for near  
real-time accuracy

•	 The algorithm includes sets won and not  
games won

•	 Players get one number for singles and one 
number for doubles

•	 Millions of player match results across the  
U.S. and the world means more data points  
are analyzed
