10-Minute Mark – If a match is still in progress and there are only 10 minutes left before the match end time, finish the game or tiebreak in progress, then stop play and choose the appropriate match ending procedure below. If you have not completed a procedure below and TIME RUNS OUT, whoever is ahead AT TIME wins match. If tied when TIME RUNS OUT, play ONE SUDDEN DEATH POINT. Whoever wins point wins the match. If time is up and other players are entering the court a coin flip or racquet spin may be required to determine winner.
· CASE I: If second sets are complete and split by both teams, AND 3rd set is not started: Play a 7 Point Set Tie Break (First to 7, ahead by 2 points) to determine winner of the match.
· CASE II: If two sets are complete and split by both teams, and 3rd set is in progress: 
·  If either team is ahead by 2 or more games, that team wins both the set and the match.
· If score is tied (ex. 3-3), play a 7 Point Set Tie Break (First to 7, ahead by 2 points) to determine the winner of the set and the match.
· If either team is ahead by 1 game, play 1 more game.
· If one team is now ahead by 2 games, that team wins the set and the match.
· If the score is now tied, play a 5 Point Tie Break (First to win 5 points, does not need to be ahead by 2 points) to determine winner of the set and match. 
· CASE III: If second set is Incomplete:
· If either team is ahead by 2 or more games, that team wins the 2nd set*.
· If score is tied (ex: 3-3), play a 5 Point Tie Break (1st to win 5 points, does not need to be ahead by 2 points) to determine 2nd set winner*.
· If either team has a 1-game lead, play 1 more game.
· If one team is now ahead by 2 games, they win the 2nd set*.
· If the scores is now tied, play a 5 Point Tiebreak (first to win 5 points, does not need to be ahead by 2 points) to determine winner of 2nd set*.
*If the 2nd set winner differs from the 1st set winner, play a 5 Point Tie Break (1st to win 5 points) to determine the winner of the match.

· The 5 Point Tiebreak is each player serves 2 starting at deuce side and if needed 4th player serves 3, no side changes. At 4-4, Opponents choose Receiver. In mixed doubles, the point is played Gender to Gender. 
· When No Time Remains and you have not completed match ending procedure, whoever is ahead wins. If tied, PLAY SUDDEN DEATH POINT to determine winner of the match.
· If time is up and other players are entering court, a coin flip or racquet spin may be required to determine the winner of match.
Play to the two hour mark. Whichever team is ahead in the tiebreak at the 2-hour mark wins the tiebreak and the match.
Play a 10 Point Set Tiebreak (first to 10 by 2 points). WINS MATCH

CASE I: If exactly 2 sets are completed and split by teams, a 10 Point Match tiebreak (first to 10 by 2) will be played to determine the winner of the match. Whichever team is ahead in the tiebreak at the 2-hour match wins the tiebreak and the match. If the score is exactly tied at the 2-hour mark, a single deciding point should be played to determine the match winner. The receiving team decides the side to receive serve in the deciding point. In mixed doubles, it is always gender to gender. 
CASE II: If 2 sets are completed and a 3rd set 10 Point Match tiebreak is in progress
· [bookmark: _Hlk130570337]Play to the two hour mark. Whichever team is ahead in the tiebreak at the 2-hour mak wins the tiebreak and the match.
· If the score is exactly tied at the 2-hour mark, a single deciding point should be played to determine the match winner. The receiving team decides the side to receive serve in the deciding point. In mixed doubles, it is always gender to gender.
CASE III: If 2 set is incomplete and
· The score is tied (ex: 3-3), play a 9-point tiebreak (1st to win 5 points) to determine the winner of the set.*

Out of Time: If the score is “tied” and no time remains, a deciding point (sudden death) will be played to determine the winner of the set and/or match. If the sudden death was a set decider, a second sudden death point may need to be played for the match if sets become split. In doubles, the receiving team will decide which player will receive the serve. In mixed doubles, it is always gender to gender. If time is up and other players are entering the court before a match winner has been determined, a coin flip or racquet spin may be required to determine the winner of the match. If any player leaves the court before a match winner has been determined, they default the match. If both players leave the court together the match is a double default.

5 Point Tiebreak is each player serves 2 starting at deuce side and if needed 4th player serves 3, no side changes. On the last server’s 3rd point, the opponents shall choose the receiver. In mixed doubles, the point is played gender to gender.
